Teachers, Parents, Students – Together for Success





As parents, we will…


Lake City parents join staff to develop ideas about how families can support their students’ success. This is what families have decided to do:


Read to and encourage my child to read daily for at least 20 minutes, and discuss comprehension questions.


Ask my child about characters, settings, and main idea of stories being read.


Discuss with my child new vocabulary words and find ways to use these words in family conversations. 


Use the weekly folder to discuss my child’s learning goals and use the teacher’s reading materials to support my child’s learning at home.


Attend reading and curriculum night workshops and use suggested strategies that support my child’s learning. 


Work with my child on math fact concepts, master grade level content.


 














The LCES will work with students and their families to support students’ success by:


Using phonics (matching letters and sounds) and word analysis skills to figure out unfamiliar words when reading and writing.


Describing characters, settings, and major events in a story, using key details.


Using take-home folders, conferences, and family activities at school to help parents learn how to help their students. 


Planning family literacy night to share strategies with families for learning at home. Daily instructional focus.


Give students real-world math applications


Complete writing tasks daily.


Having students participate in technology to support their learning by using educational websites and instructional platforms.
